1. Power Connection

Plug the supplied power adapter to the wall jack and the other side to the router.

2. LAN Connection
Connect the supplied RJ-45 Ethernet cable to one of the Ethernet ports, and the
other side to the PC’s Ethernet interface.

3. Phone Connection

Connect RJ-11 cable to the router’s “phone 1” or “phone 2” when connecting to an
analog phone set. Both ports (“Phone 1” and “Phone 2”) can make VolP calls
simultaneously. But only one phone is allowed to make PSTN call at the same

time

4. Line Connection
A) Connect RJ-11 cable to the router Line port and the splitter Phone port.

B) Connect RJ-11 cable to the splitter Line port and the telephone wall jack.

Troubleshooting

connected. If it is off, check the cables between your router and the PC. Make sure you have
uninstalled any software firewall for troubleshooting. Verify that the IP address and the subnet
mask are consistent between the router and the workstations.
